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Profile of Hino City

Hino City is comfortably located almost at the center of Tokyo
Metropolitan. The city measures 27.53km in area and prides with
the 6th largest land of the 26 metropolitan cities. To the north is
Tama River, with Asa River at the center, and gentle hillocks to
the south.

Prospering as Hino-juku (Hino Post Town) along Koshu Kaido

(currently Koshu Kaido Highway) during the Edo Period (1603- P T,

1868), 1t became Hino Town with the merger of the former Hino ‘\\

Town and Kuwata Village in 1901. Hino Town and Nanao Village \

later merged in 1958, and then started its municipality in 1963.

Our hometown Hino is blessed with the clear waters of Tama and Asa

rivers, and features the allure of green hillocks with gushing fountains,
as it conveniently sits 35km west of the metropolis.
Hino has been an important transportation post from ancient times and
its tradition thrives to this day. Access includes the two highways of
Koshu Kaido and Kawasaki Kaido, as well as the JR Chuo Line and
Keio Line by rail, and the Tama Monorail that recently started
operations which thus, makes it a quite convenient place for
metropolitan access. The city organization took effect in 1963 at a
population of 50,000, in which the statistics has ballooned into a census
of 165,000 today. The city will celebrate its 40th anniversary in 2003.
Previously a farming post town, the area was once dubbed the "Rice
Garner of Tama". Large enterprises were aggressively invited from the
mid 20’s to transform this location into an industrial city. With addition of
Tama-daira and other mammoth housing complexes after WWII, Hino
soon became the satellite city of Tokyo metropolis in which it still
remains to be to this day. However, Hino confronted by the rapidly
changing times, is forced to undergo major reform with the renovation of
Tama-daira Danchi.
Efficient town development with a business-eye is promoted to create
an environment-friendly town that features natural amenities, backed
by the liking of the civic participation. Effort continues to complete the
“Cultural City Featuring Water and Greenery” project, along the slogan
to “Hand Down a Beautiful Hometown to the Next Generation™, by
continuing to highlight Hino’s unique cultural amenities.
